This week in Nursery the children have enjoyed creating art using junk modelling. These are going to be displayed in the art corridor. In our My Happy Mind session we have shared some of the things we are thankful for. We have had lots of fun in our outdoor classroom and enjoyed completing an obstacle course. 

Reception News
This week in reception we have been reading the book ‘The Odd Egg’ by Emily Gravett. The children have written character descriptions. In maths, the children have started learning about subtraction including how to use number lines and their fingers to help them with their careful counting. In PSHE the children learnt about healthy foods. In RE we learnt about what a place of worship is. We looked at different churches and mosques and considered why they might be important. The children have learnt about the artist Matisse and recreated his artwork of ‘The Snail’.

Year 1 have had a busy last week of term. Thank you to everyone who was able to come along to our class enterprises. In Literacy we finished our poetry books and filmed our gameshow ready for enterprise. In Maths we started looking at teen numbers, concentrating on how they are made of one ten and some ones. In Geography we compared the UK to Kenya and were very surprised to learn that Kenya only had two seasons! During RE we looked at churches from around the UK and churches in Kenya and found that although they could look very different on the outside they actually have a lot of similarities. In PSHE we thought about how to be a hygiene hero; thinking of all of the ways we can protect ourselves from germs. 

Year Two News
Year 2 thoroughly enjoyed taking part in their class enterprises this week and were excited to share all of their learning from this half term. Thank you so much to everyone who came to support them. In literacy the children have enjoyed sharing the story of Ossiri and the Bala Mengro. They explored the story together and wrote descriptions of the story setting. In maths they have been learning about position and direction. During RE they thought about good news in their lives and what the good news is that Christians believe Jesus brings. In computing they designed algorithms to guide the Beebots on a route and then tested them out. In science they observed the growth of their bean plants and used their findings to decide what a plant needs to grow well. They also enjoyed a live Lyfta lesson about identity and diversity.
